With respect to Reynosa, we want to inform you regarding security along the border. We refer you to a paragraph quoted directly from the U.S State Department dated August 29, 2009:

 “Mexican drug cartels are engaged in violent conflict – both among themselves and with Mexican securities services – for control of narcotics trafficking routes along the Mexican/US border. In order to combat violence, the government of Mexico has deployed military troops in various parts of the country.” (This includes Reynosa).
As a team serving along the border we ourselves have experienced the reality of increased violence over the past year. God has been faithful to protect us and our families, and we continue with our everyday activities by His grace. We feel called to be here and to continue to invite those who feel led by the Holy Spirit to join us in our work. If, at any point, we sense a need to suspend volunteer work, we will relate that decision to you immediately. If a team is serving in Reynosa, and we perceive a lack of security in this city, we will suspend the work and take the group across the border and facilitate travel back to their homes.
